o Route 690 (SW Station ~ Downtown - U of M) and Route 699 (East Creek - SouthWest Village -
downtown - U of M) will provide service with 5 - 10 minute frequency during peak periods.

o Route 698 (East Creek - SW Village - SW Station - Downtown - U of M) will provide off-peak service

o Only Route 685 will service Market P&R.

o Service has been suspended from/to Victoria P&R until further notice.

A NEW LOOK TO 2"° & MARQUETTE

You might have seen buses on Marquette and 2nd Ave. lately in Downtown Minneapolis. All the transit
services are currently fraining their drivers on a very different way of providing express bus service in
this corridor.

On both avenues, there will be two special bus lanes running opposite the flow of general traffic. The curb
lane is for passenger boarding and exiting only. The lane to the left of this is a bus travel lane only.

All routes have been carefully timed to allow for buses to enter their stop, load or unload passengers and
re-enter traffic so the next bus can enter its assigned stop.

Each express bus on these avenues will stop EVERY OTHER BLOCK, with bus stops designated by
letters. SouthWest Transit will service "F" stops on 2nd Ave. af 11, 9™, 7™, and 5™ St. and "D" stops on
Marquette Ave. at 4™, 6™, 8™ and 10™ St. (every other block). THESE ARE THE ONLY STOPS SWT
WILL SERVICE IN THIS AREA ALONG 2"° AND MARQUETTE.

Buses will pull into the designated stop where riders will board. Buses will not load passengers in the
passing lane. Once the driver has closed the doors, they must move out of that stop and will not wait for
passengers. Schedules effective 12/14/09 provide increased frequency fo major SWT park and ride
facilities. For those routes with limited frequency, please be sure to be at your stop at least five minutes
early. Our drivers don't want to leave anyone behind, but all buses must keep to a strict schedule along
this corridor.
